Please carefully read the manual to understand the performances and
pertinent requirements before riding. Please find an open place with flat
ground to ride firstly and go to the main road for riding after completely
understand how to operate the scooter.

Check the state of the scooter: check the brake, tires, air pressure,
handlebar, dashboard, battery and other parts to make sure that the
scooter is in good condition.

Check the electrical system: After power is on, check and make sure that
the indicator lights on the dashboard function well. Make sure that the horn
and lamps function well. Make sure that the battery is sufficient to complete
the range, otherwise, please charge firstly.

Check the brake system: Make sure that the brakes and the power-off after
brake function well, otherwise, please do not ride and contact after-sales
department.

Please make sure that the folding clasp and quick release clamp are locked
tight to ensure the safety of driving.

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HOW TO ADJUST BRAKE MECHANISM

1. During riding, when you hold the brake lever to the 2/3 position, the brakes
are in a locked state.
If this effect is not achieved, adjust according to the following instructions:

Use a 5mm hex wrench to loosen the tightening fixing bolt, use pliers to
clamp the end of the steel wire and pull it down, while rotating the movable
arm clockwise to a certain position, then lock the tightening fixing bolt, and
then hold the brake lever to test the braking effect.

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CHARGING AND BATTERY PROTECTION

1. Howto charge

(1)Before using the charger for the first time, please carefully check the

rated output voltage and make sure that it conforms to the battery voltage,
meanwhile, please make sure that the input voltage of charger conforms to the
voltage of power grid.

(2)During charging, please place the charger at place with good ventilation
stably and insert the output plug of charger into the charging hole, then, insert
the power plug of charger into AC outlet of 220v50Hz. Make sure that the input
power plug and AC outlet completely and reliably contact with each other.

(3)When the indicator light of charger turns red into green, it means that the
battery has been fully charged. It is better to charge 5-6 hours each time
(6 hours at most).

(4)After charging, the input plug of charger should be unplugged firstly and
then, remove the output plug connected to the electric scooter. It is forbidden
to connect the charger to the functioned power socket without charging for a
long time.
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2. Precautions for battery protection.

(1)Restricted by the characteristics of lithium battery, it is better to fully charge
the battery, namely, the indicator light of charger turns into green from red. It is
advised to avoid over-charge and over-discharge.

(2)Please do not place any articles on the battery and charger while charging,
otherwise, severe consequence may occur due to the overheat of charger.

(3)Please charge the scooter with original charger. Otherwise, the battery will
not be covered by the warranty policy. Meanwhile, the company shall not beheld
liability for any resultant consequence of any problems related to safety.

(4)You can charge the battery whenever necessary. The battery performance
maybe compromised if you do not charge in time while the battery is low and
the service life may shorten. The correct use and maintenance can ensure that
the battery can maintain about 80% of capacity after 500-time charging and
discharging of the battery, however, it is inevitable to avoid the decrease of
overall capacity of the battery.

(5)If the battery remains in a low electricity state, the performance may
permanently compromise. If you need to storage your battery for a long time,
please keep itin a cool and dry place. The temperature should be 10-21°C and
keep it from direct sun exposure. Make sure to charge once every 30 days, in
doing so, the service life of battery can be extended and the performance can
be maintained.

(6)Please avoid intentional short circuit of battery, otherwise, severe
consequence may occur. All the damage of charger caused by improper use
will not be covered by warranty policy.

(7)When the service life of battery is up, please do not dispose it along with the
household waste and please dispose it according to local recycle regulations.

(8)In case of any questions about the use, maintenance, and storage of battery,
please contact customer service at anytime.
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MAINTENANCE

The front and rear wheel should be at the center of front and rear fork or
frame. The tension of each spoke of rim should be approximate and should
maintain the rim in a regular circle. Bounce or offset should be avoided. In
case of spoke loss or fracture, the rim will not be unhindered, please seek
help from professional technician for commissioning.

The rim must be smooth, otherwise, the riding resistance will be increased
or it will be risky.

High-quality driven chains have been equipped with the bicycle, please
keep them clean. Grease should be applied frequently to continuously
lubricate the chains.

Please frequently check whether there is abrasion for the brake pad to
ensure the safety during riding.

Please avoid riding in wet, rainy, or snowy weather. If it is not avoidable,
please remember to keep further brake distance than normal condition
and please ride slowly. Make sure to keep distance with other vehicles so
that you can brake in time.

Please check the tires frequently and see if there are places with scratches,
cracks, or excessive abrasion. The inner tube and the air nozzle should

be vertical. The cover tire with damage or excessive abrasion should be
replaced immediately. Please seek help from professional technician to
replace the cover tire. In case of air leak due to the accidental puncture of
tires, please contact professional technician to repair or replace.

Itis forbidden to modify or retrofit the frame, front and rear fork, vertical
tube, and parts of electrical function. In case of any damage, the original
parts must be replaced, otherwise, the repair, refund and replacement
services should not be provided and the resultant liabilities or damages
should be undertaken by yourself.

Regular maintenance should be conducted at the professional maintenance
store so that your bicycle can be in a good and safe condition.

Itis forbidden for person under 16 to ride and it is forbidden to ride with
person.

The maximum load bearing of the bicycle is 120kg. Overload is forbidden.

Before riding, please carefully check whether the folding clasps have been
fastened. Make sure that it has been fully charged and the tire pressure is
normal. Please check the distance and intensity of brake. The left brake
crank should correspond to rear brake and the right one should correspond
to front brake. Please firstly pinch and then brake while riding, in particular
the emergency brake.
